Hepatitis B
· What grades should be added for the 3 dose Hepatitis B vaccine requirement?
· This year, 3 doses are required for students through grade 10.

· Kansas immunization rate is 76.1% compared to 89.9% nationally

Varicella
· What grades should be added for the varicella vaccine requirement?

· Two doses are currently required for kindergarten and grade 1.

· Kansas immunization rate is 46.4% compared to 46.4% nationally for 2 doses of adolescent varicella

· One dose is required for grades 2 through 10.

· Kansas immunization rate is 78.4% compared to 87.0% nationally for 1 dose of adolescent varicella

Tdap
· Should the Tdap requirement remain at grade 7?  Should additional grades be added in light of the burden of pertussis disease?
