· Improve access to prenatal care, including suggestions such as
· Improve pregnancy dating through a program to provide early, low-level sonograms
· Earlier care

· Targeted care planning involving multiple services and agencies

· Centering care/group prenatal visits

· Provide genetic counseling services through the state; consider telemedicine options

· Institute guidelines for perinatal care to promote babies delivering in optimal circumstances, including improved perinatal transport systems and pay-for-performance 
· Promote a perinatal-neonatal collaborative for quality improvement

· Implement comprehensive community-based interventions, including suggestions such as

· Implement Perinatal Periods of Risk approach

· Consider social determinants/impact on infant mortality

· Improve access to community supports
· Focus on high-impact geographic areas or populations
